Time Management / Study Skills 

The focus for students as they race to the finish will be time management and study skills.  Time management is an essential 
Executive Functioning Skill for both adults, older children and teens in order to orchestrate all that needs to be done in our full 
lives.  Study skills are a focus for us as weôve found that many students donôt know how to approach studying or only know 
one or two ways to study.  Time management and studying are linked since it is important that students pace themselves rather 
than trying to cram the night before an exam.   

Ways to Study 
Different people find different methods of studying effective.  Unfortunately, many students tend to stick to the same ways of 
studying, regardless of if they are effective for them.  Experimenting with some different techniques may be helpful.  Building 
student awareness of what type of learning style they prefer (visual, auditory, kinesthetic for example) will also help them deter-
mine which methods might work well for them.
